ANSWERS

The answer to question one, "What was the first year a V8 engine was
available in the Corvette?" is 1955. It was the 265 cubic inch model and was

actually lighter by 30 pounds than the 235 cubic inch 6 cylinder it replaced.

The answer to question two, "What year Corvette is this? " is 1963. The "split
window" as it is known, was controversial. It was the work of stylist Bill Mitchell,
who insisted it was essential to the design. It was also impractical, as it limited
rearward vision. For that reason, it was replaced by a single window in the 1964 and
subsequent models. It was not uncommon in the '60s for owners of the 1963 model to
modify their cars to accept the single piece window. Years later however, the split
window made the 1963 'vette very desireable to collectors.

The answer to question three, "The first year four wheel disc brakes were

available in the Chevrolet Corvette:" is 1965.

The answer to question four, "Which of the following is not a true statement?"
Is "Corvettes have always featured an all-independent suspension.” Choice A
"The original plans called for the Corvette to be made of Aluminum" is true. A
strike caused the change in plans to a fiberglass body. Choice B "No 1983
Corvettes were ever sold." is also true. 1982 Corvettes were available late in
1982 and early 1983. The 1984 model, which was a new generation, was
available in March, 1983. A few 1983 Corvettes were made, but most



reportedly went to the crusher. One still remains and is on display at the
National Corvette Museum. Choice C "Until 1963, all Corvettes were
convertibles" is true. Only Choice D,"Corvettes have always featured an all-
independent suspension" is false. The independent rear suspension was

introduced in the 1963 model year.
