         Anticipating the 2006 Z06 Corvette 

Today's Z06 and the highly anticipated 2006 Z06 is the evolution of a concept first put 

forward by the legendary Zora Arkus-Duntov.  Let’s take a step back in time to better 

understand the beginnings of this limited production race car.  

In 1962, GM was observing the Automobile Manufacturers Association's ban on all forms of 

competitive activity, a ban that had been in effect since 1957, and Zora was chafing under 

its restrictions. As every student of Corvette history knows, Zora delighted in finding ways 

to circumvent authority and go fast at the same time. In 1963 this rebellious streak 

manifested itself in the form of the Z06 RPO (Regular Production Option) ... a package 

specifically designed for competition-minded Corvette buyers who could order a race-ready 
model with just one check of an option box. 

The Z06 RPO debuted on what was then a startling new Corvette, the 1963 "split-window" 

Sting Ray coupe.  The Z06 package was not a cheap date in those days. It added $1,818.45 

to the Sting Ray's $4,257.00 base price. In addition, Z06 required $661.75 in forced 

content, including the optional fuel injection ($430.40), four-speed manual transmission 

($188.03) and Positraction rear axle ($43.05). All together it resulted in additional option 

costs of $2,480.20, or 58-percent of the Sting Ray's base price.  Ultimately, only 199 Z06-

equipped Sting Ray coupes were produced in 1963, making it one of the rarest and most 
collectible Corvettes of all time.

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Included in the Z06 package were Aluminum Finned power drum brakes with sintered-

metallic linings (four-wheel disc brakes would not be offered until the 1965 model year), 

heavy-duty front and rear stabilizer bars, stronger shocks, much stiffer-than-stock springs, 

a dual master brake cylinder, and a long-distance 36.5 gallon gas tank for endurance 
racing. 

Later on Zora Duntov stated, "Suitably equipped and set up, the new Corvette promises a 

potential that is hard to equal or surpass by even the world's costliest cars.  To make the 
Corvette this kind of vehicle is the goal of Chevrolet's engineering personnel." 

Fast forward 40+ years later, and those same words could be used without alteration to 

describe the target that today's Corvette Team aimed for in the development of the 2006 
Z06 Corvette. 

Sources say that the 2006 Z06 Corvette will be built with the following attributes: 

 

Advanced chassis and body materials: 

Aluminum Hydroformed frame, Magnesium engine cradle, Carbon-fiber front fenders and 

wheelhouses, Sheet-carbon floorboards, Non-removable magnesium roof panel (lowers the 

Center of Gravity and greatly increases rigidity).  It is unknown at this time if removing the 

eight bolts will yield an open air targa like coupe, but we can hope it will.  Nearly 50 pounds 

less than the standard C6 (3130 total) 

 

Heavy duty performance components: 

Larger brakes, 14" vented and cross-drilled rotors with new six-piston calipers up front and 

13.4" rears with four-piston calipers out back.  Heavier antiroll bars, springs, and wider 

Z06-specific split-spoke alloys wheels measuring 18x9.5 front and 19x12 rear.  Tire sizes 

will be Goodyear Eagle F1 275/35ZR18 front and 325/30ZR19 rear.  A Limited-slip 

differential with enlarged ring-and-pinion assembly, upgraded halfshafts and U-joints are 

also thrown in. 

 

Visual updates:  

Special embroidered two-tone leather seats, smaller three-spoke steering wheel, standard 

Heads-Up-Display and A/C, reduced sound insulation, Central hood intake, flared fenders 

(three inches wider than standard), cooling ducts for the rear brakes, stouter front-fender 

vents, reworked nose and tail caps making it virtually impossible for someone to purchase 

the parts and making a Z06 clone from a standard Corvette C6 model. 

 

Engine: 

LS7 427CID (Hand Assembled at GM's new Performance Build Center in Wixom, MI.) 

500HP at 6200 rpm 

475 lbs-ft @ 4800 rpm 

Lightweight internals give a 7000rpm redline  

1/4mi. times under 12sec.  0-60 time under 4 seconds. 

 

Aluminum block, Lightweight titanium connecting rods, Aluminum flat-top pistons  

11.0:1 compression, Racing-style dry-sump oiling (complete lubrication under all cornering 

loads), Aluminum heads, CNC machined (18% improvement in airflow). 

Nearly straight tunnel-like intake runners, 2.2-inch titanium intake valves,1.62-inch sodium-

filled hollow exhaust valves, and Hydraulic-roller cam (.591-inch lift) with super-high-ratio 

rocker arms.  Hydroformed four-into-one tubular headers with a unique set of catalytic 

converters & dual-mode mufflers which utilize a vacuum operated valve, closed at low rpm 

(reduce noise); open at larger throttle angles (minimum backpressure). 

 

Lightweight flywheel and clutch assembly, strengthened Tremec six-speed transaxle  

Gearbox pump that routes transmission fluid through the front radiator stack for additional 
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cooling, after which the chilled fluid is also used to help cool the lubricant in the limited-slip 
diff on the way back. 

Estimated pricing will be in the high $60’s.  Some have speculated that even a $75,000 

price tag would be a bargain considering the cost of the Dodge Viper, Ford GT40, NSX, 
Porsches and other high-end automobiles. 

This new Corvette Z06 will be unveiled at the North American Auto Show, in Detroit, MI., 

January 15th.  Some say it may be seen at the LA Auto Show, but I have not been able to 
confirm.  Until then, here are a few spy photos which have been uncovered.
