CORVETTE ROUTE 

 

Take the Placerita Canyon Exit off the 14 and go South -- up into the hills -- for 5 nice twisty 

miles to the Stop Sign on Sand Canyon Road.  Turn LEFT and go for about 1 mile to Condor 

Ridge on the right.  Turn RIGHT on Condor Ridge and follow it until it "T"'s into Saddleback 

Road.  Turn LEFT onto Saddleback Road and follow to the Stop sign.  Go straight and it's the 

first house on the right. It sounds strange because Saddleback changes names at the Stop sign to 

Crystal Springs Road. 

 

MOST DIRECT ROUTE 

 

Take the Sand Canyon exit off the 14 and go South -- toward the Shell station -- and go about 1 

mile to (on the left) Live Oak Springs Canyon Road and turn LEFT.  The third left will be 

Crystal Springs Road, and it is the first house on the right. Only two miles from freeway and 

about 2 minutes quicker that Placerita Canyon.
