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Alignment 101

By Ron Bauer, Performance Activities

How important is wheel alignment?

How important is tire life and the frequency you buy new tires? Research indicates that the
average car is driven about 12,000 miles per year. A car with toe alignment just 0.34 degrees
(just 0.17 inches) out of specification has dragged its tires sideways for more than 68 miles by the
end of the year. What do you think that does to tread life! How important is handling, steering
response and feedback to you?

What are the noticeable "'symptoms" of a car that is out of alignment?
Excessive or uneven tire wear

Steering wheel pulls to the left or right

Poor steering response or wandering

Steering wheel vibration

Steering wheel is not centered when car is moving straight ahead
A misaligned car will suffer in gas mileage

=4 =4 =4 -8 -8 =9

How often should I have my car aligned?
1 When you have new tires installed
9 Atleast once a year or more if you put a lot of miles on the car
9 If you notice any of the above problems or symptoms

The average price of a 4-wheel alignment is about $90.

What do they check in an alignment?

Camber:

Camber is the angle of the wheel, measured in degrees, when viewed from the front of the vehicle.
If the top of the wheel is leaning out from the center of the car, then the camber is positive, if it's
leaning in, then the camber is negative. If the camber is out of adjustment, it will cause tire wear
on one side of the tire's tread. If the camber is too far negative, for instance, then the tire will
wear on the inside of the tread. Camber affects the contact patch (tire surface) that is on the road.

Caster:

When you turn the steering wheel, the front wheels respond by turning on a pivot attached to the
suspension system. Caster is the angle of this steering pivot, measured in degrees, when viewed
from the side of the vehicle. If the top of the pivot is leaning toward the rear of the car, then the
caster is positive, if it is leaning toward the front, it is negative. If the caster is out of adjustment,
it can cause problems in straight-line tracking. If the caster is different from side to side, the
vehicle will pull to the side with the less positive caster. If the caster is equal but too negative,
the steering will be light and the vehicle will wander and be difficult to keep in a straight line. If
the caster is equal but too positive, the steering will be heavy and the steering wheel may kick
when you hit a bump. Caster has little affect on tire wear. Caster is also what helps the steering
wheel come back to the center position if you let the wheel slide through your fingers.

Toe:

The toe measurement is the difference in the distance between the front of the tires and the back
of the tires. It is measured in fractions of an inch and is usually set close to zero, which means
that the wheels are parallel with each other. Toe-in means that the fronts of the tires are closer to
each other than the rears (i.e. pigeon toe). Toe-out is just the opposite. An incorrect toe-in will
cause rapid tire wear to both tires equally.
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For the performance enthusiast

How you prefer your car to handle and react under certain driving conditions will determine the
type of alignment you want. The factory settings which are aimed at the day to day to and from
work driver are good for maximizing tread life and giving the car a more sluggish response to
steering input (to help the inexperienced driver keep the car on the road). They are not optimal
for someone who wants the best performance and steering response for fun runs, canyon carving,
track use and the like.

Factory camber settings are normally close to zero. By adding additional negative camber it will
increase the tires contact patch on the road during cornering, braking, and when the suspension is
under load. When the front suspension of our cars are under load the tire goes to a positive
camber position (due to suspension geometry) affectively not leaving the entire tire on the
ground. By adding -1 to -1.5 degrees of negative camber (sometimes more) you will increase the
tire patch on the road during these conditions. More tire on the road = better handling. Negative
camber will also create a more twitchy feeling in that slight moves of the steering wheel are
immediately responsive. Slight negative camber (-1 to -1.5) has little affect on tire wear in my
experience. Toe also plays an important factor in handling. By making a slight adjust out on the
front and in on the rear of the C4 will make your car feel much more responsive. Most reputable
shops will align to your specs, understand the purpose of them, and possibly give you a little
feedback to help tune to what you want.
