John Nobel provided the following two items from another Corvette Club’s newsletter (I 
forgot which club): 
 
For you fortunate C6 owners ---There are a few problems with the new C6 and one of 
them in some of the early LS2’s was that the crankshaft balancer coming off.  There 
have also been 10 reports of the crankshaft pulley coming off.  Part of the fix is a new 
diamond impregnated washer between the balancer and timing chain sprocket.  
According to Corvette Brand Quality, engines built after Julian calendar date (what ever 
that is) 341 are equipped with the diamond washer.  Further, Corvette’s build before 
Dec. 13, 2004 and VIN’s before 5511039 should have the repair done.  Corvette dealers 
should know all about this.  If you have an early C6 you should probably check with the 
dealer ASAP. 
 
For everybody ---  A scam going on is that car thieves write down the VIN from looking 
through the windshield and go to a dealer and say they’ve lost their key and order a new 
one.  Once they get the key, they go back and drive away with the car.  The advice 
given in the article is to cover the VIN with some tape; apparently it is against the law to 
remove the VIN plate but not to cover it.
