Finally, sum it up as to whether this met your expectations, and would you
recommend doing this event again.

Of course, you can just throw these guidelines out the window and simply
write a few sentences, sharing just highlights, your overall observations, and
recommendations. Minor editing such as misspellings, punctuation, and grammar
will be taken care of by the Newsletter editors, if necessary.

Until next month, keep your foot on the gas, turn the wheel, and follow the
road, where ever it leads you.

Fellows, O'Connell and Corvette
Win Five Straight at Infineon Raceway

Teammates Set ALMS Victory Record as CorvettesiRi@3Hi Class

SONOMA, Calif. - Corvette Racinglrivers Ron Fellows and Johnny O'Connell uncorked another vintage
performance today in California's wine country as GM's factory racing team scored its fifth straight GT1 victory at
Infineon Raceway. Fellows and O'Connell finished .455 seconds ahead of their Corvette Racingammates Oliver
Gavin and Olivier Beretta, setting the ALMS record for most victories with their 24th win in the series.

"We had a great pit stop when we did the first driver change, and | think that was a key for us," said Fellows, who
drove the first and third stints in the winning No. 3 Compuware Corvette"We anticipated that the track would get
slippery as the temperature rose, which is what happened when | drove in the Nextel Cup race here. We had a setup
on the car that was better as the track got slicker, so it worked out for us."

If race cars were judged like fine wine, the No. 3 Corvettewould have eamed a perfect 100 points today after
starting on the GT1 pole and making a flawless run in the 2-hour, 45-minute Infineon Technologies Grand Prix of
Sonoma.

"The trick is to make it look easy, but we were flat out on every lap," O'Connell reported. "Ron and | have a lot of
history at Infineon Raceway, and | remember every win here. The reason we have success is that we don't make
mistakes and we work together as a team."

Dan Binks, crew chief for the No. 3 Corvettehas played a key role in Corvette Racingtomination at the Northern
California road course. "We just stayed on the track, and didn't have any problems," he explained. "It was hot and the
pace was surprising, but the car was perfect. All in all it was a good day with both Corvettesup front at the finish."
While the No. 3 Corvettehad a relatively uneventful run to the winner's circle, its sister car had a rough road to the
runner-up finish. Gavin took the GT1 lead on the second lap, then lost it to Fellows eight laps later. He then had to
make his first pit stop early when he felt a punctured tire.

After a driver change, Olivier Beretta lost radio communication with the pits, and then spun twice on the course
without damage. Radio contact was restored when Gavin got back in for the final stint, passing the Saleen S7R with
25 minutes remaining to secure the 1-2 finish for Corvette Racing

"It was very close between me and Ron at the start," said Gavin, who recorded the fastest lap of the race in the GT1
division. "Ron and | had some backwards and forwards with the passing; | got him going into Turn 7 and then he got
me going into Turn 11. It was good, clean racing and good fun."

"Then we ran over something and punctured a tire, so | came in," Gavin continued. "Unfortunately Olivier then had
some incidents, too. The most important thing is that we came away with another 1-2 finish for Corvette Racint

"It was difficult because | had no radio since the beginning of my stint," Beretta said. "In the first spin, | was braking
hard into the turn and didn't want to crash my teammate, so | spun. The second spin was my fault; | was trying to get
the radio working and having difficulty with the air system, and | missed the hairpin."

Fellows and O'Connell extended their lead in the GT1 drivers championship with their third win of the season, gaining
an 11-point advantage over Gavin and Beretta. Corvettehas a commanding lead in the manufacturers standings
with four ALMS victories in 2005.

"The No. 3 Corvettean a perfect race," said GM Road Racing Group Manager Steve Wesoloski. "They had a great
qualifying lap yesterday and followed it up with a flawless run today. The No. 4 car had some issues, but it was right
there at the end, with two yellow Corvettes running nose-to-tail at the finish."

Collector Car InsurancEhe Basics

You finally found the car you've wanted your whole life. So now what? The next step is to
protect your investment.

Standard vs. Specialty

Standard insurance annual premiums can cost a great deal more than those offered by a
specialty program  provider who better understands the nature and purpose of a collectible
vehicle. Although standard companies can provide adequate coverage for a daily driver,
they rarely offer the added benefits associated with collector car programs. According to
Hagerty Insurance, fewer than half of the collector vehicles on the road today are insured
by specialty programs.

When your collector is driven only occasionally for pleasure drives, club events, perhaps

1,000 or under 5,000 miles a year and not used for transpo rting passengers or for business,
it's time to enroll those cars in a "collector car" specialty insurance program. There are

several specialty insurance providers available to suit your needs and usually, it's cheaper to

insure a classic/collector car than it is to cover a new vehicle.

Types of Policies
Insurance companies will use one of three different policy forms. These are:

91 Actual Cash Value. This policy coverage insures most everyday cars and pays out a
depreciated "book" value in the event of a cl aim.

9 Stated Value. Policies that allow you to "state" a value for your vehicle greater than its
depreciated "book" value.

9 Agreed Value. Insurance policies that guarantee you'll get all of your money back in the
event of a total loss. There's no depreciati on of a car's value with an Agreed Value
policy. Most collector cars have stable values and slowly appreciate over time.

Restrictions

Collectors should consider the types of restrictions that accompany a specialty policy and

find one with flexible usage guidelines that best suits their overall needs. While many

specialty programs strictly limit owners to driving their collector vehicles to 2,500 miles per
year, some providers offer more flexible usage guidelines.

What's Covered

While the popular standar  d used to be 25 years and older for vehicles covered, it's always
best to inquire on a per  -vehicle basis. There are  newcars that are insurable as collector cars
0 including kit cars, replicas and modern classics.

91 Exotics. Coverage for exotic vehicles, wh ether new or collectible, is available

9 Street Rods and Customs. The uniqueness of these vehicles lends to some differences in
how they are insured.

1  Young drivers. Many specialty insurance companies require that all drivers be 25 and
older; some even requ ire that a person be 30 years of age.

9  Multiple vehicles. Depending on the coverage provider, a single liability charge is applied
regardless of how many collectibles are in your collection. After all, you can only
drive one car at a time.



Terms to Know

9 Physical damage coverage. Also known as comprehensive and collision, makes up the
majority of a given premium. This is calculated by the value of the car and its age.

1 Liability coverage. Typically this is relatively inexpensive and is usually between $30 and
$50 regardless of the number of vehicles in question.

1 Medical coverage. You and your passengers may be covered by medical payments
coverage, no fault (Personal Injury Protection) and/or uninsured and underinsured
motorist protection.

9 Bodily injury and property damage liability coverage. Damage you may accidentally cause to
other people, their cars and their property.

I Towing. Get a policy that includes towing 8 specifically, flatbed towing, which makes it
far less likely that your collectible vehicle will be damaged.

Selecting a Specialty Provider

When buying insurance, it's vital to remember you are buying service. First look for quality

customer service, excellent claims handling and a knowledgeable staff that understands

collector vehicles. For ex ample, a specialist insurer knows why the windshield of your '56

Corvette costs $3,000 & and knows where to get one 0 as opposed to a standard insurance
agency, who figures the same O0shield should only

Take into consideration whether the insur ance company is skilled at servicing collector car
claims. First and foremost, your policy should be underwritten by an insurance company

certified to doing business by your state insurance department.

How To Avoid Whiplash

According to the National Highway Traffic and Safety Administration (NHTSA) nearly 300,000 whiplash
injuries occur annually in the United States. Whiplash, an injury to the soft tissues of the head, neck and
spine, can cause pain, stiffness, headaches, sensory disturbances and dizziness. You can experience
whiplash if your head is rapidly jarred beyond its normal range, such as when a vehicle in which you are
riding is struck from behind.

To prevent whiplash injury, take the following precautions:

ENSUREt hat your Viédyareadualy headrestraint T aee bigh enadigh to touch the
back of your skull. Tip: Adjust the head restraint beforéouckling your seatbelt.

PRACTICE defensive driving. Be aware of unsafe, erratic and distracted drivers.

AVOIDt ai | gater s. Get out of the path of t
vehicles to pass.

Finally, if whiplash occurs, use ice packs rather than heat on your neck, and see your doctor for further
treatment.

Update The NHTSA recently upgraded its head restraint standard to reduce whiplash injuries in rear
collisions. The upgraded standard becomes mandatory for all vehicles manufactured on or after
September 1, 2008.
