(massive front and rear fender flairs) Corvettes, beating out the Porsche Carreras.

This is a
spectacular room with 33-foot ceilings, floors and columns
constructed with 3 types of marble (some imported from Italy,
some from Vermont) with beveled floor-to-ceiling mirrors on
almost every wall.

dozen of the most
valuable cars inthe
world including, very
possibly, the  most
val uabl e.
Duesenberg called The Twenty Grand, as this was the price tag
when it was hand-made in 1934, now estimated to be worth a
minimum of $10 million dollars!!.

From the Grand Salon we were escorted up a large, sweeping, staircase to the Mezzanine level which

houses restored wood and silver antiques, and an impressive display of hood ornaments including

Lalique crystal. Ascending a spiral staircase to the 4"l evel , al so knowenweragreetédCl oud 9 ¢
by music from one of many restored music boxes. The mechanical music machines in this room vary from

small to E-normous. Some are called orchestrians which house many different instruments which play in-

sync to produce amazing songs. The largest orchestrian there | would estimate to be approximately 9 feet

high and 20 feet wide.



The tour was concluded with a performance from the Mighty Wurlitzer Piped Organ which includes 4
keyboards and over 5,000 pipes. It can be operated manually or by computer. We were treated to
a fabulous medley of tunes from Phantom of the Opera.

After regrouping outside, we hopped into the cars and met at a restaurant named Casa Torres just
down the street in Sylmar. They had a table all arranged for us and we all enjoyed a wonderful Mexican
lunch with suitable beverages.

The day was a complete success and a great, if short, run. If you have never seen the San Sylmar
museums, | strongly urge you to do so.
