The Gallery of Presidents and vast collection of historical artifacts was more  than 
impressive. If you love old western movies, war movies, or were a Governor and President 
Reagan fan, there is a feast of memorabilia here to satisfy your hunger.  And the facility is 
just awesome.  It is also Ronald Wilson Reaganôs final resting place and home to his 
memorial burial site.  Overlooking the Moorpark area, the view is spectacular. 
 
They have recreated an exact replica of the Oval Office (very impressive), one of the 
gardens from the White House (gorgeous), and they have an actual piece of the Berlin Wall

as the Flying White House for 7 U.S. Presidents.
