Having an FRS radio will help get messages relayed quickly (especially in areas where cellphones donõt get service), we may be on a road where 
Corvette U-turns are not easily made, and maps are just a guide.  No offense meant here, just a reminder to folks who donõt get out with us to all

Corvettes  In TrAction  
Dyno Day at A&A Corvette - Oxnard 
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On the morning of  April 22nd some 25 plus members gathered in the parking lot of Carlôs Jr. anxiously 
awaiting our short drive out to A&A Corvette to see how much horsepower their car is putting to the ground. 
 
A short driverôs meeting commenced around 8:30AM and we were off down the 126 to Oxnard.  It was a 
nice smooth ride out as there was hardly any traffic and we made quick time out to the shop.  We filed into 
the large parking lot that was filled with Corvetteôs waiting their turn to get into the shop so that Andy and his 
crew could work magic on them. 
 
We were all greeted by Andy and his crew and allowed free rein to roam 
around the shop and see what they were working on.  One of the many 
cars in the shop was our own Barrie Bennettôs C5R beast that we did get 
to hear run while they were testing it. 
 
As we all were anxious to get our car on the dynometer it was only fair 
that we would all draw numbers from a bucket to determine the order of 
testing.  Shortly after we formed a line and the testing began. 

A&A Corvette utilizes a Dynojet Automotive Model 224x Dynamometer featuring one 24" knurled, precision 
balanced drum. The large drum diameters provide a virtually flat, stable surface for tire contact, eliminating 

unnecessary slippage and tire deformation. The result is precise, 
repeatable results every time. 

The Model 224x is rated at 1500 + hp, 1500 + ft/lbs torque and 
up to 200 mph making it perfect for diagnosing engine and 
driveline problems, tuning and repair on most street driven 
vehicles.  With these limits I donôt think we had much to worry 
about! 

This first car rolled up to the dyno and from there Andyôs crew 
took over.  They drove the car up onto the dyno and proceeded to 
strap it down.  They used two straps in the front with wheel blocks 
and two in the back.  When testing a car they use 4th gear which is a 
1 to 1 ratio.  You could imagine what would happen to the car if it 
wasnôt strapped down properly at that speed.   

Each car was strapped down and ran up to redline in 4th gear 
(manual).  The sounds coming 
out of all of the cars at that 
speed indeed were one of the 
greatest sounds you could ever hear.  Each was tested twice to 
determine the horsepower to the wheels.  To determine the 
horsepower at the crank you take the power at the wheels and divide 
by .85 for drive train loss.  

Around noon the pizza arrived and we had a wonderful lunch.  The 
hungry bunch finished off 9 large pizzaôs in no time!  We continued the testing through lunch and we were 
done around 1 PM.  From that point the group was free to go as they pleasedé 
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Andy said that with a simple tune on the C5/6 many could get an 
additional 20-25 more HP.  That simple tune would run you about 
$500 while they reprogrammed your computer while testing it on 
the dyno for best results.  
Given the opportunity I know it 
would be well worth the money. 

Overall the experience was great.  It was the first time I ever had my car 
dyno tested, and I can imagine it was a great experience for all.  I only 
wish I had a C5/6 for the shop to put on a nice procharger to double 
give me an extra 200 HP!  They donôt work on the older modelsé
