As Car Show Chairman for the past 4 years, I can say without a doubt, this was the most fun 

and successful car show that we have put together.  Like clockwork the volunteers gathered at 
Route 66 by 11:00am (some even earlier) to set up the registration canopies, tables, chairs, and 
mark-out the parking lot with cones to reserve the spaces.  Ice chests had to be filled, and drinks 
iced down.  Raffle prizes were piled high, and trophies arranged and displayed in their proper order.  
A stage needed to be erected and band equipment tuned and readied to play.  Joe Ramieri and his 
band, The Soul Surfers were once again a great hit. 

 

Sign-in sheets, Registration forms, pens, and window signage all needed to be neatly 
arranged to minimize confusion and the time people waited in line.  Raffle ticket sales, cold drinks 
and T-shirt sales were well organized and staffed with volunteers.  Some were seasoned veterans, 
others rookies not sure of what to expect, but everyone willing to do whatever it took to get the job 
done.  And this was all taking place on the day of the show!

We had the usual Entrantôs Choice 
Award for Corvette (and bikes) classes by generation, plus a Peopleôs Choice Award was given to 
the Corvette and motorcycle where ballots were sold for $1.00 each.  The idea came from Fred 
Seeley and was based in part to generate more funds for charity, but to also allow the general 
public (folks without an entry in the Show) to participate in selecting a winner.  Anyone could to 
purchase as many votes as they wanted.  They could vote for one car or motorcycle, or they could 
spread their votes around.  Fredôs idea generated an extra $402 towards charity! 

 

  We had 98 Corvette entrants, but only 8 motorcycle entries.  Our Loudest Exhaust 
competition generated a large gathering of folks wanting to hear the sounds of Thunder Alley, and 
we didnôt disappoint.  My ears are still ringing.

We had 
entries from Vintage Corvette Club, Pomona Valley Corvette Club, Corvette Club of Santa Barbara, 
Redline Corvette Club, but Simi Valley Corvette Club drove away with the Special Recognition 
Certificate, mounted in a nice wooden frame for having the best club participation.  I truly think that 
George Johnson from Simi Valley was quite surprised, and he gave a sincere thanks to all the 
members of the Santa Clarita Valley Corvette Club for putting on such a great show and being 
awesome hosts. 

 

From parking the cars, selling the tickets, to counting the ballots the show ran like clockwork. 
Clean-up was a breeze and in no time at all we had everything packed up and put away.  A óVery 
well doneô to everyone involved.  It was teamwork at its finest.  We had lots of beautiful cars, perfect 
weather, and great friends.  A charity Car Show doesnôt get any better than this.  In fact, weôre 
accepting volunteers for next yearsô Car Show, including Car Show Chairperson.  If you have any 
ideas, new or old, weôll need to get started soon.
