Six of us left the familiar confines of Santa Clarita on Wednesday, August 2 for downtown Reno and the Silver 
Legacy Hotel Resort & Casino to take a gander at ñHot August 
Nights.ò  Bob and Cindy Siecke; Gene and Cindi Schmidt; Dann 
Bowley and I met at Dennyôs Sand Canyon early in the a.m. for 
the drive north.  After a short wait for the Schmidtôs, three red 
Corvettes motored north on scenic US 395 stopping in Bishop 
for lunch at the world famous Erick Schaatôs bakery.

Every summer, classic car owners from around the country 
drive, tow or ship their vintage wheels to the Biggest Little 
City in the World to take part in a town-filling event that 
celebrates hot cars and rock ónô roll.  This year, Hot August 
Nights marked its 20th anniversary with 5,500 vintage cars on 
display, free concerts and dances, auto auctions, parades, 
drag races, craft fairs and celebrity appearances.

Reno casino hotels, along streets in downtown Reno and in 
adjoining town - Sparks.

$180,000.  A stage across the street had the sound of 
electric guitars reverberating where old-time rock-n-roll 
cover groups were to perform throughout the day.
