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GET YOUR KICKS ON ROUTE 66

Those members that have signed up for our fun run to Flagstaff in June will have the option of a wonderful side trip 
on Thursday, June 7th upon leaving Laughlin.  Once again our hosts Bob & Cindy Siecke have planned a wonderful 
club outing.  They have asked me to present a side trip on this travel day so here goes:  Instead of zipping down 
more Super Slab as we did the previous day across the Mojave Desert to Nevada, you may choose a leisurely trip 
into the ô50ôs on a guided tour of Historic Route 66.   
 
Originally the old highway, when conceived in 1926, was planned to take 
travelers on the most expeditious route across eight states from Chicago 
to Los Angeles, over  2448 miles of paved, two-lane highway.  The fabled 
highway served as Americaôs Main Street from 1937 until 1981 when the 
last stretch of the ñMother Roadò, as John Steinbeck called it in Grapes of 
Wrath, was bypassed through Kingman, Arizona by Interstate 40. 
 
In 1993 I had the pleasure of driving my 1961 red Corvette on every mile 
of what remains of the old highway, about 1900 miles, from Jackson Boulevard on Lake Michigan to Ocean 
Avenue at Santa Monica Pier.  It was the trip of a lifetime.  While a good part of the remaining original highway has 
simply become the frontage road for I-40, and some of it was carelessly paved over by the four-lane super 
highway, there is a beautiful piece of it, 160 miles, that remains pristine and remote from the noisy and faceless 
rush of the Interstate system.  Itôs in Western Arizona and youôre invited to join me for a cruise down a piece of the 
most famous roadway in the world. 
 
Participants last year got a taste of the tour when we decided to jump off the Interstate in Kingman and go 
exploring on Route 66 for about 100 miles to Seligman.  Weôre going to tour over 140 miles of this picturesque 
segment on our run this year.  We will depart at 8 AM from Laughlin and head across the bridge over the Colorado 
River and south to Bullhead City in Arizona.  From there we will take the cut-off over to Route 66 and soon arrive in 
the ghost town of Oatman where we will make a brief stop to feed the wild burros and tour the main street of the 
old silver mining town. 
 
From Oatman itôs on to Kingman over the steepest, twistiest segment of the old road through Sitgraves Pass.  Weôll 
continue to the oldest town on the entire highway, Hackberry, for a stop at the General Store, now completely 
restored and featuring a red ô56 óVette out front.  Next itôs through Valentine and on to Truxton for lunch at the 
Frontier Caf® ñWhere the food is great and the stories are freeò.  Then a long stretch of the old road winds itsô way 
past Peach Springs to Seligman where we will be welcomed with open arms by Angel Delgadillo, the ñKeeper of 
the Highway for over 50 yearsò and his wonderful wife Vilma.  Youôll love his old barber shop souvenir store and his 
brother Juanôs Snow Cap Drive-In where dessert is full time entertainment! 
 
Weôll finish our ice cream treats and continue on the narrow two-lane to Ash Fork where we will find that the road 
simply disappears into the Interstate.   At that point our little caravan will hop on the high speed thoroughfare and 
run on into Flagstaff where we will arrive at Little America in time for our 4 PM check-in.  Those who wish to join us 
on this wonderful side trip will be provided with a travelogue and map to make the trip more interesting.  Each town 
along the Route will have dialogue that your navigator can read to you while you drive.  You should know many of 
the salient details of the town just around the bend before you arrive.  Arizona is very proud of its Route 66 
heritage and youôll feel it on this diorama-like excursion. 
 
So hum along if you please to the catchy lyrics of Bobby Troupe or sing out loud like Nat King Cole and perhaps 
youôll see Buzz & Todd out there in their shiny new red ô61 Corvette on their weekly adventure, for Route 66 truly 
mirrors life in that itôs all about the journey, not the destination.         
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A handful of race fans gathered at McDonalds early Saturday April 14th.  We headed to Long Beach and parked our ponies 
in the Corvette Corral é the race wasnôt going to start for HOURS é so we split up and did the race fan touring things.  In 
the Corvette class, our team took 1st and 2nd place (there was no competition é) but it is interesting to see a race where 
several classes of cars are racing against time rather than each other, all on the same race course.
