The Two Tujunga Run, fka The Lose-

Your-Lunch Brunch Run, is second only to 
the Christmas Party as a regular SCVCC 
annual event.  Itôs called the Two Tujunga 
because we travel the length of both Little 

Tujunga Canyon and Big Tujunga Canyon Roads on our way to a nice big 
Sunday Brunch somewhere nearby. {For you history buffs; after the big 
óquake in the early ó90ôs the writer drove the Sand Canyon-Bear Divide-
Little Tujunga road twice a day while they rebuilt the Newhall Pass overpass collapse ï which 
turned out to be the inspiration for suggesting the Lose-Your-Lunch Run in the first place.} 

 

Whilst thinking about writing an article about 
the 2008 version of the Two Tujunga (TT 
hereinafter), I decided to go back to the first 
ñannualò (we hoped at the time) eventôs 
announcement in the SCVCC Newsletter and 
the write up after the event in the late 2002 
Newsletter. You know how we media-types just 

love to do historical researché 
 
 

Hereôs the description of the TT as shown in the Oct. 2002 Newsletter: 

 

Nov 17th   ñFirst annual SCVCC Two Tujunga Lose Your Lunch Brunch. Very twisty roads     
2002          ending at semi-secret brunch restaurant.ò 

 

And hereôs the first paragraph of the article after the first TT: 
 

ñTHE TWO TUJUNGAôS BRUNCH RUN 
 

Mother Nature arranged another beautiful Sunday morning on November 17 for the 
inaugural Two Tujungaôs Brunch Run.  Having previously been called the ñLoose Your 
Lunch Brunchò Run, people knew they were in for a very twisty tripééé.ò 
 
 
 

So, the November 2, 2008 TT was the ï counting on my fingers ï SEVENTH Annual running of 
the TT . Pretty amazing given all the changes in events and membership in those 7 years.   

 

That first year we had 17 cars out of a membership of only about 40.  This year, with the 
weather and all, we only had 14 cars out of about 80 current members.  We did have 47 people at 
the brunch ï proving once again that we should rename the Club as the ñSanta Clarita Valley Drive 
and/or Dine Corvette Clubò, or SCVDDCC for short. Short? 

 

Every TT running creates stories for many of the participants; 
that first year we had 4 cars miss the turn to get on Big Tujunga 
Canyon Road and they went all the way to La Cañada to get on 
the Angeles Forest Highway to eventually get to the brunch at 
Sutterôs Mill. 
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This yearôs TT was no exception and, to quote Howard Butler, leader of the ñfast groupò, here is his story: 
 

 

ñAlong Little Tujunga Canyon road we hit speeds of 75+MPH which were well below the speeds at which we have 
previous run, but certainly a wild ride considering the wetness and debris-filled road conditions.  I led the ñfastò group in 
my red 1990 ZR-1 Corvette.  With 400+ horsepower under the hood and no traction control to help correct for driver 
mistakes, it was a heart pounding and adrenaline pumping ride.  I only let the car drift sideways a couple of times and was 
always in control.  I do admit to having to tell myself to be gentle with the throttle on exiting the corners. 

  

 
The second half of the run, over Big Tujunga Canyon / Angeles Forest Hwy  saw drier pavement.  We came up on 

a guy driving a white Subaru.  He seemed to want to race us and wouldnôt let us pass.  His tires picked up a lot of rocks 
and every time I (Howard) got close I could hear the rocks bouncing off the hood 
and windshield.   Anyway, we got to a section of the road where there was a 
passing lane.  We tucked in behind him at close to 100 MPH and I think he then 
realized that he was in over his head and he pulled to the right to let us pass.  With 

ñtop-gunò fighter-pilot precision we danced left and 
right through a string of cars and had clear view of 
the road ahead.  On the long straightaway leading 
into the city of Acton, we did bring the speed up to 
125 MPH (quite a bit slower than the 150-180 MPH we have done in previous runs but, 
nonetheless, plenty fast) and held it there for a mile or so before dropping back to the legal 
speed limit of 55 MPH.ò 

Thanks, Howard.  And by the way, Howard disavows ever saying any of the above stuff about 
exceeding the speed limit!!!   

 

This year, thanks to tailgunner Jeff Hernandez in the first group, and leader Dick Gauthier of the 
ñSight-Seeing Groupò and that groupôs tailgunner, Jeff Samsom, no one got lost, and we all made it 
to Margaritaôs Restaurant on time. 
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It seems like most people were pleased with Margaritaôs Mexican-style brunch, including unlimited 
Champagne, except that the omelet line was a little long when we all arrived at once.  President Jeff 
did a great negotiating job and got the cost for the brunch down to a very thrifty $20 per person 
including tax, tips, etc. and also including the exclusive use of a good-sized room for our group.
