You must do this 

because most auto parts “settle” (especially parts that move) as the vehicle is used.  It 

seems like a simple enough task, but on more than one occasion, parts have worked 

themselves loose or completely fallen off, only to create bigger and more expensive 

problems.  One of the most worrisome is the wheels.  If you rotate your own tires or have 

just replaced a spare after having a flat fixed, go back and check the nuts in a couple of 

days.  Make retightening all fasteners part of your fix-it regimen and not an afterthought 

when some thing really  goes wrong.

The Murphy Museum is different from other museums in that its founder is still running it.  Unlike 
some of the other museums, the Nethercut or the Petersen museums represent collections of 
cars that are presented on behalf of their deceased founders.  This museums founder is alive and 
very much in charge.  
 
Dr. Murphy spent time with our group discussing the museums history and details of the building 
where the museum now resides.  The museum is a non-prof it institution.  Dr. Murphy stated that 
expenses for the museum run twenty thousand dollars a month and none of that is for salaries of 
employees.  The staff at the museum donates their time to supporting the museum.  
 
The museum is located at 2230 Stratham Blvd. in Oxnard, California.  This facility was a 
manufacturing facility formerly and accommodates a collection of some fifty plus automobiles.  
Dr. Dan Murphy himself has nine Packard automobiles from various years from the earliest to the 
last years of production.  The collection has several muscle cars from the 60õs and 70õs 

 

 

                          
 

 
One of the most interesting cars is of course one owned by Dr. Murphy and open touring type 
roadster from the 20õs that was used in the Pasadena Rose Parade. 
                                          
The fifty plus autos displayed by many different collectors.  Early classics, milestone autos, 
sports cars, muscle cars and street rods are represented.  The collection of Packardõs is 
impressive and ranges from 1927 to 1958.   
 
Uniquely this is a place for a collector that may be starting out to display and store his 
automobiles.  The museum will repair and or restore your classic car at their facility also.
