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Surviving the Nevada Open Road Challenge 
a.k.a. Silver State Classic Challenge

Many of us have run a tad bit over the speed limit from time to time, but holding the throttle open and cruising along the highway at 
MORE THAN DOUBLE THE POSTED SPEED LIMIT for any length of time can have serious consequences.  Not so when itôs the 3rd Sunday in 
May or September along Nevada Highway 318. 
 
Twice a year, a 90 mile section of Nevada Highway 318 is closed to public use for a high speed event, known as the Silver State 
Classic Challenge.  For most participants, the goal is to arrive at the finish line closest to your assigned average speed class.  
Average speed classes range from 95 mph up to 180mph in 5mph increments.  Thereôs even an UNLIMITED CLASS for those that wish 
to go for the World Land Speed Record on a public highway, which is currently 207.78 MPH average speed for the 90 mile distance. 
 
There are only a few simple rules.  1) Donôt crash; 2) Donôt go over your assigned Tech Speed (maximum speed for your vehicle 
based on safety equipment and experience); 3) Donôt go below your minimum speed or stop along the road;  4) Have fun and enjoy 
the thrill of driving fast on a public highway. 
 
As first time participants you are also restricted to a maximum speed class of 110mp in the Touring Division and must also complete a 
Driverôs Qualification School.  This year I was determined to run the event, along with Jeff Hernandez with his son Jeffrey, and John 
Noble with Rick Grey.  My planned navigator had to cancel at the last minute and so Fred Seeley stepped in to take his place.  Prior to 
the race there was a bit of preparation that needed to be done.  I already had the proper helmet, but I also opted for a Driving Fire 
Safety Suit, installed a Halon Fire Extinguisher along with added safety equipment, such as a 6-point Racing Seatbelt and Harness 
Bar.  

We began our adventure at Dennyôs off of Hwy 14 and Sand Canyon on Wednesday, May 14, we all met for breakfast and a mini 
caravan drive to Samôs Town in Las Vegas.  Upon our arrival we checked into our rooms and headed to the bar for a few celebration 
drinks.  We met up with Rick and Connie Grey along with several other racers/participants and shared in a lively conversation about 
the weekends events coming up.   Later we got together for dinner at Billy Bobôs Steak House and had a great meal before retiring 
early, Jeff and I were required to attend the rookie Driver Qualification School at the Las Vegas Motor Speedway at 6am Thursday 
morning. 
 
Up before the crack of dawn, Jeff and I arrived at the Mario Andretti Racing School by 5:45am and were the first in line.  The rest of 
the rookies showed up shortly thereafter.  There were a total of 36 rookies in the session and, after a short classroom briefing on the 
track layout and some general safety rules, each of the five instructors lead 4 cars out onto the track for some lead-follow laps on a 
road racing course.  I was right behind the leader and noticed pretty quickly that, if I pushed the instructor, he would speed up.  Jeff 
quickly figured out the same was true with his group and our two groups lapped the others 2 or 3 times in the 20 minute session.   
 

                                             
 
After our session ended the instructors took another group out.  On the first lap one of the other rookies driving a Pontiac Grand Am 
spun out.  They had to close the track for about an hour to get the sweeper to clean up the debris.  After another classroom session it 
was time for a one-on-one session with the instructor.  If you did well, youôd run 2-3 laps with the instructor and you passed.  If the 
instructor felt you needed more time, that would be arranged and, you could spend as much time as necessary to become 
comfortable in driving your car at speed.   
 
Jeff and I each ran 2 laps with the instructor and we passed.  Again, another rookie driving a Honda S2000 spun his car out into the 
dirt, with the instructor on board, and had to finish the day with a little extra driving time.  Needless to say, I felt our track time at 
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Willow Springs had really paid off, as we passed with flying colors.  We got our certificates and quickly headed back to Samôs Town 
for Registration and Tech Inspection.   
 
We made it back to Samôs Town with only minutes to get registered and apply our sponsor stickers and racing numbers. They 
discovered a loose battery hold-down bolt on my car, but passed me anyway.  Not only is your car inspected, but so is your safety 
equipment, such as helmet, shoes, gloves, etcé  The shoes for Jeffôs son Jeffrey didnôt meet the safety requirement.  After the 
luncheon banquet Jeff and I raced over to WalMart for shoes and a few tools to tighten down the loose battery.  I also added a safety 
strap to ensure the battery would not come loose. 
 
Once we had all the safety items handled, our group lead by Rick, headed over to Shelby Automotive for a special and óbehind the 
scenes tourô with Gary Patterson, Vice President of Operations.  The Shelby Cobra cars were just amazing and for about $35,000 
(minus engine and trans) you can get an authentic Shelby Cobra car in fiberglass, or for $115,000,  the aluminum skinned body 
(painted or polished bare metal).  While the Cobras are impressive looking automobiles, I think Iôll keep the comfort and luxury of my 
Z06 Corvette.  We left the Shelby facility late in the afternoon for the drive to Ely, NV. 
 
At Ely we checked into the Jail House Motel, hit the bar, and then a cozy banquet of finger foods and free drinks hosted by the 
sponsors of the Silver State.  I met up with Stacey David, CEO of Rattletrap Video Productions / Gearz TV.  He was filming the event 
and he said he would like to get copies of the video footage that Iôd be shooting from my car on race day.  I also met up with the CEO 
and owner of K&N Filters, Jerry Mall who drives a wicked 900+hp Viper.  
 
Friday was kind of an easy day with a final tech inspection, but there was racing.  The Zero-to-100mph-to-Zero (or Z1Z ) was run.  
Basically, it is a shootout for seeing who could accelerate from a dead stop get to 100mph and then get on the brakes as hard as 
possible and stop in the shortest distance/time.  None of us were participating, but we decided to watch.  It was pretty cool to see the 
cars launch, get up to speed, and then slam on the brakes.  Lotôs of brake dust and tire smoke at the end, especially for the cars that 
didnôt have anti-lock brakes.  One of the Ford GTs slid slightly off the road and hit a mile marker sign, resulting in a slight dent in the 
right front fender.  Later in the afternoon, we cleaned up our cars and got ready for a parade through town, and another banquet 
dinner.  We also entered our cars in a local car show which was judged by the girls working in the local brothel.  Yes, prostitution is 
legal in Ely, but we all stayed out of trouble ~ and all we got were t-shirts 
 
Saturday was a race day for us and a Car Show.  All cars were required to be on display in the morning, along with a Pancake 
Breakfast to benefit the local baseball Little League teams.  Jeff was interviewed by the local TV station, and all the cars looked great.  
We had also signed up to participate in the High Noon Shootout, basically, a half-mile or full-mile Drag Race where your top speed is 
measured.  As rookies, Jeff and I did the half-mile and John did the full-mile.  I went solo on my first run and must have been a little 
nervous as I missed my 2-3 upshift and landed in 5th gear.  This resulted in a trap speed of 124mph.  Fred joined me on my second 
run and we did much better and netted a top speed of 129mph.  I decided to try one more time solo and hit a 132mph.  Probably 
could have done a bit faster as I spun the tires pretty hard and blew tire smoke all over the starting officials.   Not bad considering 
weôre at 6,000 feet, and the altitude does rob a noticeable amount of hp from the motor.  Saturday night was a mandatory Drivers 
Meeting along with the Car Show Awards.  
 

     
 
Sunday morning was RACE DAY.  Up early, we got in-line (5:45am) to caravan out to the pre-staging area at Laneôs Truck Stop, about 
30 miles south of Ely.  The drive was a lot of fun as we had a Police escort and, being towards the rear of the pack, we hit speeds 
near triple digits.  Once we arrived at the pre-staging area we were parked according to our speed class and each car had received 
their official starting grid number.   
We had a little time to kill, but we were anxious to get going.  Slowly the cars headed out, one at a time to get lined up in the final 
starting order.  A slight snag by the Nevada DOT delayed the start of the race by about 55 minutes, but soon the cars were roaring off 
the Starting line.  John and Rick were in the 150 mph class and their group started first.  We had plenty of time to walk up to the front 
and see them off.   
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About 15 minutes into the race we heard a Pantera had caught on fire, shortly after that a Dodge Viper had run off the road.  It turned 
out that the Viper had blown its engine and oil had gotten on the rear tires and caused him to spin out at a speed of nearly 180mph 
(and flip onto his roof). Due to some confusion by race control and the Nevada DOT, the race was red flagged and stopped for safety 
reasons.  This resulted in an additional 4½ hour delay.  Fred and I, along with Jeff and his son, were some of the last cars to make it 
to the starting line around 3pm, and shortly after that they pulled the plug on the race, as they had to clear the road for two-way traffic 
beginning at 4:30 ï 5:00pm.   
 
While the race delay was unfortunate for those of us waiting around, and even worse for those out on the race course, Iôm happy to 
report that Jerry Mall survived his crash in the Viper with no injuries.  Due to all the commotion and excitement, Fred and I 
experienced a problem with our stopwatch.  Without knowing our actual time as we crossed various mile markers, it was impossible to 
figure out if we were ahead, on, or behind in time.  
  

                                       
 
I decided that our game plan would then be to drive fast, have fun, and see how many cars we could catch and pass without going 
over our maximum speed.  We passed two cars that started ahead of us.  A ô65 Shelby Cobra and a 2004 Corvette.  A Porsche Evo 
Twin Turbo that started behind me caught up, and we had a lot of fun playing cat-and-mouse for most of the way, traveling at speed 
around 120mph.  It was a blast to pass him on the left side of the road on the inside of a corner just before heading into a canyon 
section called óThe Narrows.ô  Fred and I finished 61 seconds too early.  Jeff and Jeffrey finished 68 seconds too early.  We placed at 
the bottom of our group as the margin between 1st and 3rd place is measured in fractions of a second.  But nonetheless we started, 
finished, and survived our first Silver State Classic Challenge. 
 
Now that several weeks have passed, we can reflect on what took place and I can say for sure that it was a great deal of fun despite 
the heat and delays.  We participated in something that only a handful of individuals in the world have ever experienced.  Where else 
can you not just talk about cars 24 hours a day, but also live it.  We are survivors, we overcame adversity, we adapted to change, and 
made the most of our experience with the help of friends and family members.  It was a bonding experience, and I would certainly like 
to do this again, hopefully with better results.
