427, of which GM made just 20.   
 
The 1963 Grand Sport traded hands three years ago for $4.4 million, and you wouldn’t touch it today for less 
than $6 million.  As for price, a 1969 ZL1 all-aluminum 427 Corvette should fetch close to $4 million and a 
1967 L88 is in the $1.7 million and up range.
