Recipe courtesy of Debbie & Carey Moorehead 
 
¾ cup flaked coconut 
Green food coloring 
1 container ready-made vanilla frosting   (use 
large can) 
Yellow food coloring 
1 box vanilla wavers 
1 package round, chocolate-covered cookies 
Sesame seeds for decorating 
 

For the lettuce, put the coconut in a bowl, add several drops of green food coloring, stir with 
fork until the coconut is green.  For the cheese, place half of the vanilla frosting in a bowl, tint 
with yellow food coloring.   Add one drop of red to give it a more orange look like cheese. 
 
Working with six cookies at a time, place vanilla wafers flat side up on the counter.  Spread 
small dab of white frosting in the center of each, then top with a round chocolate cookie.   
Spread small dab of white frosting over the top of chocolate cookie, then sprinkle with coconut, 
making sure the coconut extends over the edges to look like lettuce.    
 
On the top vanilla wafer, spread with yellow frosting on the flat side, then press onto the 
coconut until the frosting drips over the edges of the cookie. 
 
Lightly brush the cookie tops with water and quickly sprinkle with a few sesame seeds.   Allow 
frosting to set before serving. 
 
It took Carey and & me about 1½ hrs to do 50 cookies.
