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Our Trip to  
The Cat House

It was an early April morning we 
gathered in the parking lot of the 

Starbucks ready to take a simple curvy canyon drive to the Antelope Valley.

patiently walked us to each animalsô 
compound and explained how the cat came 
to reside there, and the history behind the 
species. We were free to wander about and 
take photographs. They offer twilight tours 
(when the cats are more active) on certain 
dates during the year. 

 

We were done with our tour a good bit early 
so Chris Noski called Famous Daveôs 
BarBQue, our dining destination, to see if 
they could accommodate our group of 40 an 
hour early. They said to come on in, and in 
we came!
