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Huntington Library & Chinese Garden

First, a huge thank you to
Fred Seeley for putting this
run together. We missed
you, Fred. It was a beautiful
day to go on a garden tour at
the Huntington. We arrived
prior to opening and were
met by two docents. We
j oi ned Docent Bobos group
and had a great time as he
led us through Liu Fang
Yaun, the Garden of Flowing
Fragrance.

The Chinese Gardené6és name Liu Fang Yaun r e
the garden. Its design re-creates botanical havens built by scholars who were the social elite
during the Ming Dynasty, when the art of classical gardens reached its zenith in the city of
Suzhou. The tiles both on the surrounding wall and in the cutouts were hand made in China
and brought to the Huntington. Tile specialists put finishing touches on pavilion roofs made
exactly as they were 500 years ago. Clay is hand-fitted into molds and then fired with rice
straw in brick kilns for at least 40 days. The resulting roof tiles are then placed -- sideways
instead of flat, and tightly overlapping -- according to custom that has survived the ages.
Every tile has been imprinted by hand with a chrysanthemum. The workers who put the
Chinese Garden together i the tile layers, the wall builders, the pavilion builders, were
brought over from China to work on it byeach
group of Chinese workers who came to work on it as each group had their own ideas about
how the garden should reflect China. It has come together seamlessly and is a delight to
walk through.

Along the serpentine path there are
several pavilions to rest in and reflect
on the beauty of the architecture and
gardens. These include: Hall of the
Jade Camell i a,
planted nearby; The Freshwater
Pavilion; Love for the Lotus Pavilion,
surrounded by lotus plants; and
Pavilion of the Three Friends, with
bamboo, pine and plum trees planted
nearby. In Three Friends Pavilion,
the ginkgo ceiling bears images of the
three friends of winter -- pine,
bamboo and plum blossom -- all of
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
