I donôt know if any of you watch the ñDeadliest Catchò on the Discovery Channel.  Itôs 
about guys fishing for crab in the Bering Sea.  The captain of one of the boats just died, 
and I was reading about him.  It seems that his two passions in life were his boat and 
his Corvette.  Over the course of his life, he owned seven Corvettes, and his final ride 
was a red 2009 Z06. 
 
This got me to thinking about what other celebrities share our love for these cars.  I also 
did a little research into some prominent (and not so prominent) movies and TV shows 
where the Corvette either appeared briefly or was a central character.  In more of a brief 
appearance type role, the Corvette can be found in movies such as ñCon-Airò, 
ñAmerican Graffitiò, ñApollo 13ò, ñGone in 60 Secondsò, and ñAnimal Houseò. 
 
In last yearôs ñStar Trekò movie (which I personally did not care for since I am more of a  
Trekkie purist), the opening scene is of a pre-pubescent  Jim Kirk stealing his fathers 
300 year old C2 and driving it off a cliff!  I wonder if Haggerty Insurance still exists in the 
23rd century. 
 
In a lesser known ñBò movie from 1967, a 1958 Corvette is the major focus of the film.  It 
is called, ñHot Rods to Hellò, and stars Dana Andrews as a traveling salesman who gets 
injured in a car accident, and subsequently buys a motel out in the Mojave Desert and 
moves his family there to live.  They are terrorized by two delinquents who drive around 
in the C1.  I know it sounds kind of foolish, but it is actually a pretty good movie.   
 
Of course, the most famous TV show featuring a Corvette was ñRoute 66ò, which 
starred a 1960 beauty.  The two main characters travelled across the country on the 
famous highway saving lives and making things better for everyone they met.   
 
Who remembers Bill Bixbyôs third series?  After covering for his Uncle Martin on ñMy 
Favorite Martianò, and raising that little twerp in ñThe Courtship of Eddieôs Fatherò, and 
before he became green with envy in ñThe Hulkò, he had a show from 1973-1974 called 
ñThe Magicianò.  Billôs character was a private detective type whose cover was that of a 
professional magician.

Nicolas Cage owned many Corvettes, including a 1957 and 1967 convertible, and most 
recently a new ZR-1.  I suspect in light of his recent troubles, he does not own them 
now.  Hopefully after National Treasure 3, heôll get them back.   
 
Johnny Carson loved his C4.  Tony Danza drives a black 1960 Fuelie, but that doesnôt 
necessarily make him the boss.  Mr. October, Reggie Jackson, has numerous 
Corvettes, including a 1957, 1962, and 1965.  Staying with the baseball theme, Mark 
McGuire drives a Cardinal Red/White 1962 convertible.   You may think the Bandit loves 
his Trans Am, but Burt Reynolds has a white 1960 C1.   
 
From the more distinguished list, Supreme Court Justice Clarence Thomas drives a 
black 1990 ZR-1.  And last and most impressive (at least to me), John Wayne owned a 
Polo White 1953 beauty.  The Duke knew how to live! 
 
My cover car this month is another incarnation of the venerable 1963 Split Window 
Sting Ray.  Last month it was a jet boat.  This month, itôs a full blown dragster.  This car 
is a monster.

Estate Garden Tour

Meeting first at Hamburger Hillôs McDonalds, 
SCVCC members caravanned in a nearly 
seamless length of American muscle.  Pausing at 
a Beverly Hills garden park, thoughtfully decorated 
with bronze children and small animals, frozen in 
play along a shallow and meandering concrete 
lined stream, the members posed for a group 
photo, and then drove to the Robinson estate 
nearby.  Editorôs Note:  There must be an 
interesting back-story about the Highway Patrol 
officer blocking the exit of all the Corvettes.  
Someone do tellé 
 

After only six days of courtship, Virginia Dryden and Harry 
Winchester Robinson of Robinsonôs store fame, wed.  Moving 
to a parched land without a city name, they purchased fifteen 
acres of land from Burton Green in 1911.  Virginiaôs father, 
Nathaniel Dryden, a prominent architect, had the Modified 
Beaux-Arts style home built as a wedding present for the 
newlyweds while they were on their three-year honeymoon 
world tour. 
 

 
Virginia and Harry loved travel and filled their home and gardens with collections from their 
adventures.  After 21 years of married bliss, Mr. Robinson died leaving Mrs. Robinson alone 
to manage the business and estate.  During her sixty-six year stay at the estate, she 
frequently entertained with lavish parties all the finest in Hollywood and beyond.  Her regular 
bridge games attracted such as Fred Astaire, Charles Boyer, and Maurice Chevalier. 
 
To accommodate guests, a separate pool pavilion with 
18th century Italian influences was built in 1924 some 
200 or so ft away.  Inside, loggings for men on the left 
and women on the right had a complete and separate 
kitchen for each.  A carved walnut-paneled, pool table 
room and foyer separated the two halves of the 
pavilion.  Large glass foyer doors slid away revealing 
the half-inch mosaic tiled pool where Mrs. Robinson 
swam 32 laps a day.  An owl sentry posted to keep 
fowl away, slept at his post while a mallard drake 
sunned himself on the opposite edge of the pool. 
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We walked the paths in Virginiaôs many small lovely 
gardens and sat in chairs meant for those prominent 
in Hollywoodôs past and Virginia herself.  Paths led to 
a Roman villa inspired sitting area with lions flanking 
the waterfall in the cascading stairs; a bougainvillea 
walled tennis court, expansive lawn echoing parties 
of years past edged in flat topped Italian cypress, 
dwarf citrus, doting of yellow Dutch iris with a 
sprinkling  of  orange  nasturtiums;  mature  southern 
 

 
magnolia trees, ginko trees, purple butterfly 
bushes, rosemary hedges, and dwarf 
pomegranate hedges perfumed another secret 
garden; a rose garden ordered by color- not yet 
in bloom, led from a tennis court; and a forest of 
palm trees framing a elephant skinned 
mangrove tree with the green carpet leaves of 
blooming orange clivia underneath and 
overlooking another hidden garden in the 
distance below. 
 
Fastening blue protective booties, we entered Virginiaôs residence.  Walking on silk-carpeted 
wooden floors, our eyes met her one story home life, mementoes holding memories from 
adventures around the world.  Her bedroom balcony faced the sea and enjoyed a view in all 
directions, now, partly obscured by trees and modern buildings.  Outside by the garage we 
learned that three ñDuesyôsò, that is Duesenbergs--two coupes and one convertible, were 
Virginiaôs American muscle of choice. 
 
Virginia passed away just 48 days shy of her 100th birthday in 1977, leaving her estate to the 
county of Los Angeles for us all to enjoy, savor, and imagine the life of an heiress.   
 
Heading toward home, Jerryôs Famous Deli, nestled on Ventura Boulevard since 1978, 
brought us back to reality with food a plenty for all.  
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Just the Facts:  

¶ Chevy is introducing a new edition 
of the 2011 Corvette Z06 in a limited 
run of 500 units. 

¶ The Carbon edition bundles 
Michelin Pilot Sport PS2 tires with 
carbon brakes and special paint. 

¶ Two additional packages, the Z07 
and CFZ Z06 will also be offered for 
2011. 

Chevrolet will build 500 of these special Z06 Carbon editions, and in addition to the set of 
monstrous Michelin Pilot Sport PS2s, the car will come equipped with the excellent Brembo 
carbon-ceramic brakes from the ZR1. For the Carbon edition, the brake calipers will be 
painted metallic gray instead of the ZR1's blue units. The tires will come mounted on black 
20-spoke wheels (19s in front and 20s in the back). The Carbon model also comes with the 
Magnetic Selective Ride Control damping system, which should smooth the car's ride. 

The Corvette Z06 Carbon was designed as a tribute to the 50th anniversary of Corvetteôs first 
race in the 24 Hours of LeMans.  As such, it continues the technology transfer between the 
production Corvette and racing. 

You can have your Carbon edition in either Inferno Orange or Supersonic Blue. The Carbon's 
body kit includes black headlamp surrounds and black mirrors along with a ZR1-style body-
color spoiler, a carbon fiber raised hood, black carbon-fiber rockers and front splitter. 
According to Tadge Juechter, Corvette Chief Engineer, ñFor track use, the Z06 Carbon is the 
best balances Corvette yet, it combines the lightweight and naturally-aspirated Z06 engine 
with the road-holding and braking of the ZR1. For technical tracks like Laguna Seca, the Z06 
Carbon could shave up to 3 seconds a lap off the a standard Z06.ò 

Chevy is decorating the Carbon interior with suede bits and, of course, emblems. Despite the 
leather and suede seats (with orange or blue stitching, depending on paint color), you're still 
going to want to install a proper seat in the Carbon, since the seat is apparently based on the 
familiar, and not nearly supportive enough, standard Corvette seats. 

The Carbon edition will no doubt make Corvette collectors happy, priced somewhere in the 
$90,000 - $100,000.  But Chevy is also offering two packages for all 2011 Z06s that bring 
many of the same pieces with unlimited availability, for guys who might just want a better 
Z06. The Z07 performance package includes all of the mechanical/chassis upgrades of the 
Carbon model, including the adjustable magnetic shocks, Michelins and Brembos.  

If it's the carbon, and not the mechanical improvements that gets you all excited, you could 
opt for the CFZ Z06 package, which includes the same body kit pieces as the Carbon edition. 
It can be had in combination with a Z07-package car or on a regular Z06.
