I wonder why GM puts windshield wipers on 
Corvettes?  Apart from the few members that use their beautiful cars as their daily drivers, I would 
imagine that the majority of our cars avoid the rain as Superman avoids kryptonite. 
 
For those of you that joined us on the Sweetheart Run, kudos to the Mooreheads for setting this up.  Itôs 
always exciting to do something that we have never done before.  Donôt get me wrongé there are many 
repeating runs that we do that are highly anticipated throughout the year, but something that holds a little 
mystery is always fun. 
 
Along those lines, we have Fredôs Mystery Run coming up shortly.  If you did not do this last time, it was a 
blast.  It is a combination of driving, puzzle solving, observation, timing, and best of all, we get to eat at a 
great place at the end.  Fred is working very hard setting this up, and I encourage everyone to participate.  
 
Iôve said it before, but our activities guys are amazing.  The variety of events they are planning for us is 
incredible, and although I realize the difficulty in making it to all of them, youôre missing out on the best 
part of the Club if you donôt participate in these wonderful trips.   
 
My cover car this month is a 1954 Corvette station wagon.  No, really, it did exist, at least as a concept.  
This story came to me from Bruce Troxell, who writes about the Corvette.  Throughout the early '50s, 
Chevrolet was usually the top selling car line in the US, but Ford was increasingly giving them a run for 
their money each year. In 1950, Ford introduced an upscale 2-door station wagon called the Country 
Squire.   
 
Since the Corvette was just introduced the previous year, GM did not really know where they wanted to 
go with it.  The ñworld class sports carò moniker was not yet established, so GM asked Harley Earl to find 
other uses for the platform.  He came up with this station wagon, built on a modified 115-inch Chevrolet 
chassis (not the standard Corvette chassis) and featured a sporty 2-door body style having a unique roof 
design with forward sloping B-pillars and wrap-around rear side windows. The GM brochure described the 
Nomad: 
 
Here for the first time is an experimental model combining the sleek styling of a sports car with the 
versatility and utility of a Station Wagon. The glass fiber reinforced plastic body affords unusual visibility 
with seating space for six passengers. The electrically operated rear window automatically retracts into 
the tail gate as it is unlocked, and may also be controlled by a push button on the instrument panel. 
 
As we all know, the Nomad became part of the Bel-Air line, but imagine if it went the Corvette way?  I 
doubt the car would ever have evolved the way it did.  We would be the SCVCSWC (Santa Clarita Valley 
Corvette Station Wagon Club)!
